The clubs will launch in the Fall term 2017. Alongside the donation, the
family-owned Voith, joins the Global Business Coalition for Education
(GBC-Education) founded by Theirworld in 2012.

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Tanzania will expand Theirworld’s existing Code Clubs in Kenya, Uganda
and Nigeria, contributing to a higher amount of women working in the area
of science, technology, engineering and mathematics (STEM).

Sarah Brown, Executive Chair of the Global Business Coalition for Educa-
tion and President of Theirworld added, “We know that investing in a girl
has social and economic returns that go beyond her, extending not only to
her family and future children, but also to her community. Engaging private
sector knowledge and mobilising its resources are key to scaling these
approaches to as many girls and young women as possible.”
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The formal handover of the donation was completed by Voith shareholders
Benjamin Nick and Dr. Ophelia Nick, Members of the Supervisory Board,
together with representatives of the GBC-Education in New York. With the
donation Voith joins GBC-Education that brings together the expertise and
resources of 100 leading companies to help achieve global education for
all.

The money was funded by Voith employees in the 150" anniversary Cor-
porate Sports project in which Voith encouraged all employees worldwide
to participate in a sporting event for this good cause. The kilometers cov-
ered in activities such as 5k runs, walks, cycling and other events was then
transferred into euros for a total donation amount of 150.000 EUR.

The 150 Good Causes are local projects
supporting schools, education and science, social matters, sports and cul-
ture close to the respective Voith site.
