In particular, the 
production of SD and thermal papers at PM 1 at the Kehl site is 
demanding, as special fillers and auxiliary materials, such as PCC, AKD, 
and coated broke are used here. Due to the technological challenges, 
Koehler Kehl decided at the beginning of 2019 to switch from conventional 
rubber and ceramic roll covers from competitors to the newly developed 
Voith roll cover TerraSpeed Supreme in the center press roll position, 
which is a key performance point. 
 
Together with the cleaning-active Voith SkyTop Plus blades, the roll cover 
has now been in continuous use for more than two and a half years and 
ensures stable performance in terms of sheet release and doctoring. In 
addition, the wear-resistant TerraSpeed Supreme shows stable roughness 
development and enables significantly longer roll operating times. 
Previously used roll covers from other manufacturers had to be removed 
and reworked after only a few months of operation due to performance and 
wear problems. The surface topography has also hardly changed since 
delivery due to optimum doctor conditions, thus contributing to very reliable 
and efficient paper production. As a result of the very good running results 
on PM 1 in Kehl, Koehler also opted for the TerraSpeed Supreme for the 
rebuild of PM 5 at the Oberkirch site.
